Henry and Mudge Book Club
2nd grade

Titles:

Henry and Mudge Bedtime Thumps (4 chapters – will have to read 2 on 2nd day)
Henry and Mudge Family Trees (3 chapters)
Henry and Mudge Best Day of All (3 chapters)
Henry and Mudge Annie’s Good Moves (3 chapters)
Day 1:

Before:  Introduce each book by telling a bit about each one and reading page or two or showing a picture. Mention that the books were chosen because they are all stories about Henry and Mudge.  Connect to background knowledge the kids have about these characters and their stories.

Explain that the students will be doing a Book Club where different people will be reading different texts.  Everyone will get some choice.  They will spend time today looking briefly at each book and then making some choices.

During:  Put each group of books out for small groups of kids to rotate through.  Give them 3-5 minutes with each title so they can preview – not READ  -  the text.  Rotate four times to make sure everyone sees all four books.

After:  Each student lists her/his 3 favorite choices.  Everyone is guaranteed one of the three on their paper – not the top choice.  Teacher organizes the groups before the next day.
Day 2:

Before:  Explain that the work done in each book club is based on what they already know about these characters and their stories.  Each group will be reading to discover what the trouble is with Mudge in this book and how others in the story feel about Mudge.  These are common themes in the Henry and Mudge stories.


Purpose:  Read one chapter to see what kind of trouble Mudge is in.  Read to discover how others in the book feel about Mudge and if their feelings change as the story is told.  Also be able to tell what happened in each chapter so that you can tell Beginning, Middle and End when you are finished.

During:  Teacher decides how each group will read that will best support that text.  Each group may use a different format.  
After:  Book club gathers to decide what trouble Mudge is having in their story and how other characters feel about him.  They also tell what happened in the beginning.


Whole class shares about each book – then each student does a quick write – 

What is a good question about what you’ve read so far?
Day 3 and 4 follow the same pattern, with students writing a question and what happened in the middle then the end.

 Day 5:
Before:  Remind students they will be re-reading the whole text today and will be thnking about what they wrote for B, M and E.


Purpose:  Read to write a summary.

During:  Teacher decides how each group will read that will best support that text.  Each group may use a different format.  

After: Teacher will support the writing of a summary of the text – then students will write a summary of the books they read.
